A. It's coming was foretold in prophecy.
1. Daniel 2
2. Isaiah 42:6

3. Isaiah 62:2 / Acts 11:26
B. The Christian age would be radically different from the Mosaic age.
1. Matthew 5:27, 31, 33, 38, 43
2. This is an age owned by Jesus.
a. Matthew 16:16ff
b. Matthew 28:18 “All power is given...”
C. 2 Corinthians 3:6, 14

d. Hebrews 9:15ff

C. Unlike the Age of Moses, this kingdom was not a nation
1. Daniel 2 — a stone not cut with hands
2. Jesus Himself said “My kingdom is not of this world...”
